Malaysian	magician	Kabir	Khan	Bin	Mohamad	Reaz	 today	proudly	raised	 the	 Jalur

Tourism	Promotion	Board	of	Los	Angeles	and	Mr.	Jim	Baklayan,	the	General	Manager	
of	the	Highland	Gardens	Hotel.		
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Khan	was	recently	appointed	as	Tourism	Ambassador	to	the	United	States,	the	United	
Kingdom	and	Europe	by	the	Hon.	Minister	of	Tourism,	Arts	and	Culture	Malaysia,	YB

The	
raising	of	the	Malaysian	flag	in	Hollywood	symbolizes	one	of	the	campaign’s	success	
stories	in	Los	Angeles	and	in	the	United	States.
