Situated on the north-western coast of Borneo,
Sarawak, also known as the land of the hornbills, shares
its borders with Kalimantan in the south and Brunei
and Sabah in the north. It is Malaysia’s largest state,
covering an area of 124,450 sq km. It is divided into
eleven Divisions with the city of Kuching as its capital.

Sarawak is best known for its natural and cultural
wonders. The hornbill, a protected bird, is the state
emblem. Two-thirds of its land is rainforest and its
population of about 1.8 million is made up of 27 ethnic
groups, which include the Iban, Chinese, Malay,
Bidayuh, Melanau and Orang Ulu.

GETTING THERE - KUCHING:

Malaysia Airlines and AirAsia operate daily
flights between Kuching and Kuala Lumpur,
Johor Bahru and Kota Kinabalu. AirAsia
also flies daily between Kuching and Penang.

Internationally, AirAsia offers daily flights
between Kuching and Singapore, as well as
three weekly flights between Kuching and
Jakarta.

Batavia Air plies between Kuching and
Pontianak, while Royal Brunei Airlines
flies to Kuching from Bandar Seri Begawan
— both services run three times a week.

The Kuching — Singapore route is serviced
by Silk Air and Tiger Airways. Both offer
daily flights between the two destinations.
