KUALA LUMPUR, 18 October 2012 - Malaysia is proud to be the host of the largest 
gathering of Ducati owners and Ducati lovers in Asia at the Asia Ducati Week 
(ADW), a six-day event that kicks off today.

Experience (DRE), where selected participants can enjoy a free motorcycle riding 
clinic conducted by Ducati riding legends Troy Bayliss and Loris Capirossi, who will 
be conducting the course in three levels – Basic, Intermediate and Advanced. 
 
The ADW provides an opportunity for Malaysia to showcase the country’s ability to 
host international racing events and big bike tours, as well as to promote itself as a 
top-of-mind tourist destination.
